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B Establishment of Talal Abu-Ghazaleh University College for
Creativity and Innovation at Al-Bayan University in Baghdad

BAGHDAD - Talal Abu-Ghazaleh Organization
(TAG-Org) signed a Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) with the Iraqi Ministry of
Higher Education and Scientific Research for the
establishment of Talal Abu-Ghazaleh University
College for Creativity and Innovation at Al Bayan
University in Baghdad.
